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Navigating the NOTAM

Jungle

Towards the end of
every Pilot Brief, there
comes a moment when
the Briefer goes quiet,
sometimes for just a few
seconds, or maybe
minutes, while he or she
scans pages of Notices
to Airmen to determine
whether or not they
apply to the upcoming
flight.

There are several types
of NOTAMS, Distant (D),
and Local (L) NOTAMS
are issued by the AFSS
that has responsibility
for an area. The
National Flight Data
Center puts out the FDC
NOTAMS, and the
ARTCC's issue
NOTAMS for Temporary
Flight Restrictions
(TFR), including the ever
popular Domestic Event
Network TFR’s (also
known as Presidential
TFR’S).

All NOTAMSs except
Local (L) ones are
available nationally to
AFSS'’s, Duat Vendors
and other aviation sites.
The L NOTAMs are
currently kept only in the
issuing AFSS’s
computer. In the future,
as Lockheed Martin’s
FS21 computer comes
online, there are plans to
include L NOTAMs with
the others which will
allow all the AFSSs
access to them.

L NOTAMs are
considered to be those
of lowest priority,
taxiway or ramp
closures, hold sign lights
or windsock lights out of
service, special events,
like breakfast fly-ins at
small airports, or
anything that an airport
manager wants people
flying in to know that is
not D NOTAM criteria. If
you were briefed by an
AFSS that is not
responsible for your
destination airport, be
sure to call Radio near
your landing station to
get any L NOTAMs that
have been issued.

D NOTAMs are put out
across the nation. They
focus on things that may
significantly affect your
flight such as airport and
Runway closures,
Military Training Routes,
Parachute Jumping and
Restricted Area
closures. They also
include changes to
Instrument
Approach/Departure
procedures, NAV/VNAV
outages, navaid and
communications
outages and Weather
service Hi-Balloon
Launches. Unlighted
radio towers,
smokestacks, oil rigs,
and windmills are D
NOTAMS. The plethora
of these notams
populates the list to the
point that any pilot
planning to fly at 2000
agl or higher must wade
through hundreds of
these NOTAMS to get to
ones pertinent to their

flight. This is part of the
reason that the Pilot
Briefers must slow down
during the last section of
the briefing.

The TFR or Temporary
Flight Restriction
NOTAM is designed to
create a sterile
temporary airspace over
a given area for a short
period of time. To my
knowledge the only
exception to that rule is
the one over Disneyland
that has been in effect
since 9/11. TFRs are
issued by the Air Route
Traffic Control Center
(ARTCC) that controls
that airspace. The TFR
can be put into effect
over areas of Forest Fire
Fighting, large sporting
events such as the
Indianapolis 500, and
aircraft accident
investigations. And then
there is the VIP TFR.
Even if you have briefed
yourself and seen that
the weather is perfect,
PLEASE ensure that
there are no VIP TFR'’s
along your route, and if
there are, then plot out
whether they will affect
your departure and
destination airports.
When you plan any
future flights you can
access all the TFR
information through
WWW.TFR.FAA.GOV.
The information is
arranged by the city and
state closest to the TFR
and the type of TFR it is.
Pilots flying the east
coast, or around Waco,
TX are becoming used
to calling before every

flight to see if a VIP TFR
has been issued or
changed. But some
pilots in other areas who
are used to bopping out
to the ramp, and
jumping in for a short
hop have found
themselves kissing
pavement after being
forced to land when they
inadvertently crossed
the invisible line. So
become very familiar
with the requirements for
flight around those
areas.

The National Flight Data
Center issues the
NOTAMs that cover
large events such as the
Oshkosh Fly-in, the
Daytona 500, and the
Super Bowl. . Much of
this information is
printed and
disseminated well in
advance and published
in the FAA’s Notices to
Airmen books. Some
FDC's are issued that
are not as well
anticipated, such as
procedures in affect for
an incoming hurricane,
or outages to GPS
coverage. These FDC'’s
are sent out to the
AFSSs and other
vendors to become part
of a pilot brief.

The new National
Security Information
NOTAMSs are issued via
the FDC route. Most of
these refer to
procedures that have
actually been in effect
since 9/11.
Unfortunately, after long
periods of time, people




can get sloppy and
forget that they are not
supposed to fly around
power plants or utility
plants, and so the
Briefer is instructed
remind you about these
requirements with every
brief for a period of time.

NOTAMs are
complicated and since
they are written in
contractions they can be
hard to interpret, so if
you print out a sheet and
are at all confused — just
give us a call!
